	Cllr. G. Scrine announced that he was resigning from the Parish Council and this would be his last meeting. Cllr R. Page thanked Cllr Scrine for the service that he had put into the Parish Council and his work as Chairman. This view was reiterated by all those present.
The Clerk was instructed to advise HDC and put into process the procedure for a replacement for a vacancy on the Parish Council

	Procedure following Cllr. Scrine resignation. Mr. Scrine agreed to keep the Notice Board up to date and ensure the bollard on The Green was removed as and when required for funeral services, weddings etc.
Councillors were asked to give consideration to who would take on the role as Chairman of the Parish Council and make their decision at the Annual General Meeting in May.

Mr. Scrine agreed to contact Cllr. Milnes and request that she arranged to collect the key and open up the School Hall for the May meeting.

Mr Scrine agreed to remain the signatory on the cheques together with Cllr Staton until such times as the bank are advised of the changes.

	The Minutes of the meeting of the 8th February 2017 having been circulated were approved and signed by the Chairman.

	Matters Arising The Litter Pick had been quite successful but it was commented how few residence of the village turned out to support the event.
Only days after the event dog poo bags had been scattered on the ground in Green Lane. The Clerk was asked to discuss the problem with John Kemp at HDC to request a camera to identify the culprit.

Following a meeting and a site visit with LCC the Clerk and Cllr. Staton the mud has been cleared from the grass verges alongside the footways. 

Cllr Harrop had volunteered to take on the role of Parish Council representative to the Burial Board and the Board had been advised accordingly.
The Chairman and the Clerk had met with the Waste Management Officer from HDC. (John Kemp). He has advised that any large items of fly tipping can be removed very quickly if he is advised of their location. We are unable to acquire a permit for a council representative to take these items to the tip direct.
A fly tipping prohibited sign had been erected but this was far too small and in the wrong location.

The dog waste signs have now been stencilled on the footpaths as requested.

	County & District Cllr Page reported that it was unlikely that the Magna Park planning applications will be heard much before September.
She was unable to comment on the proposed G/T site in Claybrooke Parva or any developments on the Woodway Lane site. It was recommended that the Parish Council make no comment until the local plan or a planning application is received.

Regarding the current situation on the Woodway Lane site. HDC are aware of the rubbish and the Parked vehicles and they will deal with these on a 28 day order under planning regulations.

	Finance: The payment of one (1) cheques as listed on the Agenda had been paid.

Bank Reconciliation: This was circulated, approved and signed by the Chairman. Showing a balance of £3358.49 as at 28th February 2017
Internal/External Audit The documentation has now been prepared and will go to the auditors during May 2017. In the absence of a Chairman Cllr Staton would sign the declaration for the external audit.

	Planning Applications:
17/00162/LBC Claybrooke Hall Windows 7 Shutters. The Parish Council had no objection to this application but sought clarification that materials were in keeping with a Grade II listed building.

17/00232/TCA Trees (felled) The Green. Greenman Tree Services applied for seven trees to be felled. Following discussions with HDC it has been agreed that four trees are to be felled and permission for this has been granted.
17/00433/FUL & 17/00434/LBC Claybrooke Hall, Orangery. While the Parish Council have a neutral view on this application they are of the opinion that it is too large for the size of The Hall and can be seen from adjacent bridleways and footpaths. It has been recommended to HDC that this proposed development should be on a smaller scale.

17/00441/LBC Claybrooke Hall. Summerhouse/Garage. The Parish Council have objected to this proposal. There is no need for a further residential development so close to the existing Grade II listed building which will be visible from the Church, The Green and the Main Road. Furthermore the wrought iron gates should not be altered. This has never been an entrance and no planning has ever been granted for a drive onto the highway at this point.

HDC have been informed of these decisions.

	Public Participation. The question was raised about the lease with Barclays Trust when Mr Wallis gives up his lease on the properties at the rear of The Homestead and The Orchard on Main Road. The Parish Council had no details of this and it was suggested that the occupants take this matter up with their solicitors.

	Members Items Members had been advised that dog waste bags can be deposited in waste bins. Cllr Jenkins withdrew his item and considered an additional bin by the school was unnecessary.
	

	16/72
	Tree Warden. Following discussion Cllr Staton agreed to take on the role of Tree Warden and would report any irregularities he encounters with trees in the village.

	

	16/73
	Gypsy/Travellers Site in Claybrooke Parva HDC had replied to the Councils request for information under the F of I Act. Under section 22 of the Act they are not prepared to release this information until it is available to the public on the Local Plan due out in September.
	

	16/74
	Other Matters: Views were expressed on the speed and number of Midland Quarry and KSD Contractors Lorries that go through the Main Street to service the Fairview Meadow site at Ullesthorpe. This now amounts to an excess of 100 movements a day. The Clerk was to contact LCC to request that the 30MPH sign at Ullesthorpe end of the village be moved away from the village and clear of the houses and the humped bridge.
Cllr Jenkins would continue to monitor the situation and liaise with the contractors.

The Clerk to contact Western Power to ascertain if all the lighting in the village had been converted to LED and seek clarification why they do not emit enough light.

The Chairman requested that Councillors looked at the Clerks Job Description and work load that had been circulated and consider what would be an appropriate remuneration for the Clerk in keeping with the LRALC guidelines.

Informal discussions could be held between Members in order to reach a conclusion at the AGM in May.
